Pastor’s Pen
"Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today, and forever."  Nine of
the most important words in the Bible.  Why?  Because we live in
a changing world.  It has always been that way.  Frank Pollard once
remarked that Adam probably said to Eve, "Honey, we're living in
changing times."  Is there anything in life that doesn't change?  We
constantly change from one circumstance to another, we grow
older (not younger!), finally we die.  We tie our life to someone
else.  When they change or die, a huge change takes place in our
lives.  Perhaps life's deepest need is for the unchanging friend who
never leaves us.  "Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today, and
forever."  But what does that mean to us?

Well, in the first place, it means that Christ is the Lord of
yesterday.  In our way of thinking, there's nothing we can do about
yesterday.  We're marked by what we did yesterday.  Yet, Jesus can
walk backward; he can re-enter our yesterdays.  He can pick up our
past sins and throw them in the sea of forgetfulness where no
fishing is allowed.  He wipes clean the record of our past sins.  In
this computer age, we could say that Christ pulls up the record on
heaven's computer and punches the "delete" button.

In the second place, Jesus is the Lord of today.  Too often we
think and act as if we can take care of today, we can handle today.
Yet, in today's stress and trials, he is there.  When we strain to
make our way, to pay our bills, and to get along with others, Christ
is there.  In all our relationships and situations we need him--in
marriage, family life, employment, illness, and decisions.  Lying
on a hospital bed, we may wonder, "Does anyone care?"  Then the
answer comes back, "Yes, Jesus cares for you and is always with
you."  We can look up while lying down.

Finally, Christ is the Lord of tomorrow.  When people gather
to talk about the prospects for the future, the discussion often turns
to doom and gloom.  One is likely to leave such a meeting de-
pressed.  Are you worried about tomorrow?  Worried that the
world will be destroyed if someone pushes the button that ignites a
nuclear war?  Worried that there will be no jobs left for you when
you graduate from college?  Worried that you'll marry the wrong
person?  Worried about dying and facing eternity?  Jesus Christ is
Lord of tomorrow.  He will be your friend then just as he was
yesterday and is today.  He is life's only constant.  "Jesus Christ is
the same yesterday, today, and forever."

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Using Medications Wisely

Faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen. Hebrew 11:1  JKNV

Consider this, over 65% of Americans age 50 or older take an average of four different drugs every
day.  Each year over 234,000 older Americans end up in the hospital because of reactions caused by
combining over-the -counter (OTC's) and prescription drugs.

Before medications are prescribed for you, tell your physician if you are:

Allergic to any medications.
Currently taking any other medications.  Be sure to include OTC"s .or dietary supplements.
Pregnant.
Have any problems taking medications.

The Cleveland Clinic has suggested the following safety tips if you are taking medications:

Read all medication labels carefully.
Know exactly why you are taking the medications and any possible side effects.
keep a list of all your medications, the time and dosage with you at all times.
Remember that eye drops, skin lotions, and vitamins need to be included with your list.
Take any medications exactly as prescribed.
Review any side effects.

Do not stop taking your medicine without consulting your physician.  One exception is to stop
immediately if there are any serious side effects or reactions.

Never double the dose of your medicine. Unless instructed by your physician.
If you miss a dose take it as soon as possible but if it is near the next time-dose, skip that dose.
DO NOT keep medications that are outdated.
Keep medications out of reach from children-preferably locked.
Store in a dry place or the refrigerator if indicated.
Buy all of your medications at one pharmacy so the pharmacist can check for interactions.
When traveling keep all of your medications in your carry-on luggage and take extra medication.
Always follow the doctor's instructions and read labels twice each time.
Never take your medications in a dark room.  Be sure there is adequate light.

Remember that drug interactions can occur when taking two different types of medications.

This interaction can either increase or decrease the effectiveness of the medication.  Some examples
of this is alcohol combined with a medication can slow your reaction time or make you sleepy.
Grapefruit juice should not be taken with some blood pressure medications.  Also there are many
foods that should not be taken with blood thinner medications.

Take extra special care when using any medications and remember these safety tips.

It is just over two years since I first arrived in Ethiopia. And what a
two years it has been: new friendships have formed; personal growth
(especially in my relationship with God) has occurred; much knowl-
edge about missions and community development has been gained.
Through it all, I can see God's hand at work in my life and in those
around me. What a blessing it has been to witness the amazing work
that God is doing here in Ethiopia!

But my time in Ethiopia is coming to a close. Due to many challenges
and difficulties, I will be returning to the US earlier than planned. A
date has not been finalized, but I plan to depart Ethiopia in mid/late
March. I will be completing home assignment (speaking at churches
and visiting supporters) for three to four months, from April/ May
thru July/August. If you would like to attend one of these events,
please let me know and I will keep you informed. I will be working
out a home assignment plan in consultation with PC(USA) so please
also let me know as soon as you can if you would like me to visit
your church and I will do my best to include you.

It is with mixed emotions that I ponder my return to the US. On
the one hand, I love Ethiopia and am sad to leave my friend and
colleagues here. And yet I am also excited to see family, friends and
supporters in the US and excited to see what God has next for me.
Despite the mixed emotions, I reflect on His faithfulness these past
two years, and my entire life, and I move forward confidently with
trust and faith that He is guiding me and will remain faithful as I
discern the next steps.

Thank you for your many prayers and words of encouragement. It is
my hope that we may continue to walk together as we participate in
the mission of God in our daily lives wherever we are.  And, please
continue to keep me in your prayers as I prepare for my return to the
US, complete home assignment, and discern God's leading.
